Unit Entrance: All performers and staff must register at check-in to receive a wristband for
entrance into the unit and spectator areas. Unit check-in will be in the Robert A. Read
Performing Arts Center (Auditorium) lobby. Please see campus map for unit and equipment
entrances. Additional staff beyond 10 and floor crew will be required to pay general admission
fees but will receive wristbands that allow access to both unit and spectator areas.



Spectator Entrance: There will be two entrances. One entrance will be located at Door #26
near the cafeteria and the other entrance will be on the backside of the sports complex facing
the main school building (there will be signs to help guide you). Parking can be found in front
of Door #26 and near the baseball fields. Overflow parking can be found in the student
parking lot outside of the football stadium.

Interval Line/Tarp Folding: Please note for percussion units the interval line is horizontal.
For colorguard/baton units the interval line is vertical.

Equipment/Props Check-in (Percussion): All personnel must go to the unit check-in PRIOR to
unloading equipment. Non-percussion units will unload equipment at the Sports Complex back
by the wrestling room. Due to the size of the show, please do not unload your equipment more
than 1 hour before your performance time.

Percussion Groups: Please use the following doors to unload your equipment:

Auxiliary Gym (Warm-up Area A): Door 19

Band Room (Warm-up area B): Door 15

Auditorium (Warm-up area C): Door 17

Following your performance, you will reload your equipment outside of the sports complex.
Please leave the space outside of the wrestling open for colorguard equipment drop off. You
may use any other space available surrounding the sports complex.

Bus, Truck, Performer and Staff Parking: We ask that all participants, staff, equipment
trucks and buses avoid parking in the area designated for spectator parking. Buses should
park in the student parking lot located outside of the stadium after dropping students at the
Unit Entrance/Check-In. Equipment trucks will park at Moss Side Middle School.

Concession: Concessions may be purchased in the sports complex and cafeteria. Raffle
baskets, lottery tree, selfie station, boba tea, and coffee bar can be found in the cafeteria.

Candy Grams: Candy grams will be available for purchase. Candy grams purchased prior to
the start of a unit’s performance will be delivered to the unit following the performance.
Candy grams may be purchased following the start of a unit’s performance, but the
purchaser will be responsible for delivery to the intended performer. Please note, to avoid
congestion in the sports complex Candy Grams will be available for purchase in the cafeteria
this year.



Equipment use and protection: All equipment MUST be properly padded and protected to
prevent damage to any floors. Any props used must be protected so as not to damage any
floors. There is to be no spinning, twirling, drumming or other equipment use except inside the
designated warm-up and performance areas.

Sound Check: Music may be checked prior to the contest and during intermission/breaks at
the discretion of the sound table and contest director.

Critique: Critique will take place after the competition. You must sign up for critique on the
TRWEA website at least 7 days before the show if you plan to attend. Critique will be held in
the judges’ room upstairs behind the press box following the last performance.

Personal property: Gateway School District and TRWEA are not responsible for lost or stolen
items. Units are advised to bring only those items necessary for use during the show and leave
valuables at home or in the care of a responsible person from your unit/organization.
